Perspectives about the Sea and Sea Life
What is this about:

This is a research project from the University of the Azores. We want to hear peoples´ stories about their connection to the sea.
These stories will be presented in research publications, but also to school children in the Azores as a way for them to learn more about their own heritage.

Why:
The stories of people from the Azores are not heard by many people. 

Tourists interested in whale watching only learn about scientists´ views of whales and how “bad” whaling is for whales. They don´t hear about the culture and life of people who make a living from the sea.

Scientists and policy makers who create regulations for fishing and other activities within the sea seldom consider the culture of the people living by the sea.

Popular images of the sea and sea life, often comes from Hollywood and elsewhere

How:
We will bring photos taken around the island and from earlier times. We will ask people to look at the photos and to tell the rest of the group, including us, about their life related to the sea. 

In this way, they will mostly be talking to each other and likely adding to each others´ stories. We won´t be asking specific pre-set questions ~ we will mostly listen and occasionally ask a question to clarify something in their story. 

We will have audio recorders on so that we don´t miss any of the stories. We will later transcribe these. We can give the participants and the centre a copy of the written transcripts.
