	WP1 - Survey of local perceptions about the sea, cetaceans and whale watching. 

	To understand where the general public learn about cetaceans and the sea, if they regularly go to the sea, if they encounter cetaceans and what they think about whale watching.  


Issues 
· want to be able to get full breadth of possible perspectives 
· want to disrupt/avoid expected answers

· will have minimal time with each respondent

· want wide accessibility with cross cultural and cross age appropriateness

·  reactions of individuals – not take it seriously; offended by child-like methods?
Techniques used by other researchers:

Barney, Mintzes and Yen (2005) used hierarchical and quantitative linear methods to explore knowledge, attitudes and behaviour of people toward dolphins. They used Kellerts (1996) attitudinal scale, concept maps (Novak, 1998; Novak & Gowin, 1984) and a self administered behaviour inventory.

“Can you imagine an experience with wildlife that might make you happy?

Or Can you think of a story or experience that you’ve heard of happening to someone else that would make you happy? Or what about something you have read or watched on TV? Why do these experiences make you happy?”

Repeat with sad, angry, and afraid

Want a comparison --- metaphor … The sea is like
Selection of images – 

1. Chose an image randomly from the bag ~ How does this image relate to how you think about the sea?

2. Chose another image ~ How does this image relate to how you think about whales?

3. Chose another image ~ How does this image relate to how you think about dolphins?

Selection of words – same process as above, but with a trio of words internally diverse (i.e., not dualisms of same concept)
Each individual “surveyed” in this manner, would choose either the bag of images or the bag of words

· Responses would be video taped, written info would include:

· Informed consent for the research, informed consent to use the video images, age (or age range – issue for in Canada), gender, profession, where they live & have lived, whether they’ve seen a whale or dolphin, how often they are on or in the sea
